e Meet the Eligibility Requirements for Participation in Extra-Curricular Activities of the county schools

ot their private school

No salary is paid for the service, but appropriate expenses will be paid on the same basis of other Board
members. Credit for the student representatives' service may be provided if their schools' policy permits.

For more than 74 years, Harford County Public Library has provided its communities with access to ideas that
inform, entertain and inspire. Last year the library interacted with its residents more than 6.3 million times —
borrowing free materials, visiting branches and the website, attending classes and events. In 2019, Harford
County Public Library received the Maryland Library Association's first Excellence in Marketing Award.
